garden isdesigned in a style seen elsewhere in Japan, the
architecture and flora give Shikinaen a uniquely Okinawan flavour.
Okinawa World is Okinawa Prefecture'sforemost theme park and presentsthe local history,
culture and nature all in
one location. The park’s main attraction is Gyokusendo. A 5000 meter long cave that was
formed approximately 300,000 years ago, it offerstoday a 890-meter promenade to the
public. There isalso a scenic village of old time Okinawa and workshopswith DIY experience
on Okinawa'straditional local folk craft such as glassblowing and pottery. The traditional
performance stage offershigh-spirited Eisadancesanother popular attraction. Kokusaidori
is Naha's main
